This year, the Clearmeadow School Council has once again been the grateful recipient 
of grant monies aimed at providing nutritious snacks and meals to its students.  This 
money has helped to fund our existing Breakfast Bucket program. 
 
As the Nutrition Program Coordinators at Clearmeadow, we are proud to be able to 
announce that the Nutrition Program is expanding at Clearmeadow.   As of March 
2009, our highly successful Breakfast Bucket program will be expanded to include 
fresh fruit bowls in each classroom. Each bowl will contain Red Delicious apples, 
Granny Smith apples, Clementines, pears and bananas.
